Wielder’s Report to Grand Wielder of Delegate Expense






1. First determine actual "least expensive" airfare from Pond City to convention city. Alternate method of travel allowed but not to exceed "least expensive" airfare. Car mileage allowance is the current year's IRS mileage rate of 54.5 cents.
2. Insert "least expensive" airfare next to name of delegate(s).

3. Compare against the formula - active dues-paying members as of 7-1 prior to the convention multiplied by $13.50 U.S.  Any other expenses for the delegate(s) is the Pond's responsibility.

4. Grand Nest cannot allow payment of delegate expense until dues have been paid.  However, you may pay your dues minus the applied for delegate expense.
5. Our accountant has strongly suggested and the Grand Nest Officers have concurred that documentation of expense be attached to the delegate expense forms.  Example: Photocopy of airfare ticket or written explanation of alternate travel expenses.
